            and Economic Resources;

       (7)  Crime Control Division, Department of Natural and

            Economic Resources;

       (8)  Criminal Justice Information System Board,

            Department of Natural and Economic Resources; and

       (9)  Criminal Justice Information System Security and

            Privacy Board, Department of Natural and Economic

            Resources.

       (10) The Commercial Vehicle, Oversize/Overweight, Motor

            Carrier Safety Regulation and Mobile Home and

            Manufactured Housing regulatory and enforcement

            functions of the Department of Transportation,

            Division of Motor Vehicles Enforcement Section.
